Healing Scriptures To Speak Daily

When you need healing—you need faith! To activate and grow your faith for healing, the Word of God is a
powerful tool in getting the truth down inside your spirit. Faith comes by hearing the Word of God—over and

over and over.

The following scriptures will help us get healed and stay healed. Read them continually to keep your faith for
healing high. Most of them originated from a list made by Dodie Osteen, who was healed of terminal liver
cancer many years ago. She took them daily like medicine until every symptom was gone, and she still takes

them every day to maintain divine health.

Charles Capps said:
“These are to be spoken by mouth three times a day until faith comes, then once a day to maintain faith. If

circumstances grow worse, double the dosage. There are no harmful side effects.”

Exodus 15:26
God You said - If we listen carefully and do what is right - obeying Your commands — we will not suffer any

diseases - for You are the Loro who heals us...

Exodus 23:25-26
God You said — because we serve the Lord — Your will bless our bread and water - and You will take sickness
from the midst of us 26 No one will lose their young by miscarriage or be barren in the land - You will fulfill the

number of our days — You will give us long and full lives...

Who against hope believed in
hope, that he might become the father of many nations, according to that which was spoken, So shall thy seed
be. And being not weak in faith, he considered not his own body now dead, when he was about an hundred
years old, neither yet the deadness of Sarah’s womb: He staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief;
but was strong in faith, giving glory to God; and being fully persuaded that, what he had promised, he was able

also to perform.

For the rest,
brethren, whatever is true, whatever is worthy of reverence and is honorable and seemly, whatever is just,
whatever is pure, whatever is lovely and lovable, whatever is kind and winsome and gracious, if there is any
virtue and excellence, if there is anything worthy of praise, think on and weigh and take account of these
things [fix your minds on them]. Practice what you have learned and received and heard and seen in me, and

model your way of living on it, and the God of peace (of untroubled, undisturbed well-being) will be with you.
