Exodus 15:26
God You said - if we listen carefully and do what is right - obeying Your commands — we will not suffer any diseases - for
You are the Loro Who heals us...

Exodus 23:25-26

God You said — because we serve the Lord — You will bless our bread and water - and You will take sickness from the
midst of us 26 No one will lose their young by miscarriage or be barren in the land - You will fulfill the number of our days
— You will give us long and full lives...

Deuteronomy 7:14-15
God You said — You will bless us above all people — all nations — no one will be barren among us 15 You will take sickness
from among us — and we will not suffer the diseases [virus] of the world...

Therefore it is of faith, that it might be by grace; to the end the promise might be sure to all the seed; not to that only which
is of the law, but to that also which is of the faith of Abraham; who is the father of us all, (as it is written, | have made thee
a father of many nations,) before him whom he believed, even God, who quickeneth the dead, and calleth those things
which be not as though they were. Who against hope believed in hope, that he might become the father of many nations,
according to that which was spoken, So shall thy seed be. And being not weak in faith, he considered not his own body
now dead, when he was about an hundred years old, neither yet the deadness of Sarah’s womb: He staggered not at the
promise of God through unbelief; but was strong in faith, giving glory to God; and being fully persuaded that, what he had
promised, he was able also to perform.

Romans 8:2, 11

For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death. But if the Spirit of him that
raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies
by his Spirit that dwelleth in you.

Stand
therefore, having your loins girt about with truth, and having on the breastplate of righteousness; and your feet shod with
the preparation of the gospel of peace; above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all the
fiery darts of the wicked. And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God.

[Not in your own strength] for it is God Who is all the while effectually at work in you [energizing and creating in you the
power and desire], both to will and to work for His good pleasure and satisfaction and delight.

Philippians 4:6-9 (AMPC)

Do not fret or have any anxiety about anything, but in every circumstance and in everything, by prayer and petition
(definite requests), with thanksgiving, continue to make your wants known to God. And God’s peace [shall be yours, that



tranquil state of a soul assured of its salvation through Christ, and so fearing nothing from God and being content with its
earthly lot of whatever sort that is, that peace] which transcends all understanding shall garrison and mount guard over
your hearts and minds in Christ Jesus. For the rest, brethren, whatever is true, whatever is worthy of reverence and is
honorable and seemly, whatever is just, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely and lovable, whatever is kind and winsome
and gracious, if there is any virtue and excellence, if there is anything worthy of praise, think on and weigh and take
account of these things [fix your minds on them]. Practice what you have learned and received and heard and seen in me,
and model your way of living on it, and the God of peace (of untroubled, undisturbed well-being) will be with you.
